Emily and Albert Prentiss were members of the Chevy Chase Literary Club

Emily Lucretia Hazard Prentiss (1878- ? ) AND Albert Noble Prentiss (1870-
1957). Emily Prentiss was a founder of Chevy Chase Presbyterian Church. Though an
employee at the U. S. Post Office, the Treasury Department, and the IRS, Albert was
also an architect and builder of several homes in Chevy Chase, including the home of
his brother and sister-in-law, Ray and Mary Teele, at 3506 Cummings Lane. Albert was
also on the board of directors for the Washington Boys Club Association. Both were
active members in the Chevy Chase Literary Club and Emily Prentiss was also a member

of the Chevy Chase Reading Class.
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
